Chances are that you have some old home movie films laying around the
house.
These old films usually live in a old shoe box, but may be anywhere. If you have
thought about having your films converted to DVD so you could once again relive
those childhood memories but held off because you had no idea how much it will
cost... we can help.

To determine the price for transfer you need to look at the size of the film reels...
A small reel measuring approximately 3 inch diameter will hold 50feet of film if
full.

(this is the size that the film came back from processing (developing) on)
If all of your films are on 3 inch reels, just multiply the number of reels times 50
and then multiply that number by .12 (twelve cents) and you will know the
transfer price.

Example:
16 reels times 50ft each 16 X 50 = 800ft.
Price per ft. ( 12 cents) X .12
Total transfer price $96.00

There are some additional charges. We take 8 of your small reels and splice them
onto one 400ft. Reel so that the transfer process will not be stopped every 3
minutes (the running time of one 50ft. Reel ). As we splice the films together we
clean the film, there is no charge for splicing or cleaning, however we do charge
for the 400ft. Reel and Can.

Your original films will be returned to you on these new reels and cans along with
your DVD In the above example 2 400ft. Reels & cans would be used @ $4.50
each adding an additional cost of $9.00 Other than the 6 percent Maryland sales
tax the only other cost is the DVD disc itself which comes in a DVD box and is
labeled in full color, as per you instructions, both on the disc and the box at a cost
of $4.50 bring you total cost to $109.50 plus tax.

Many times the film may have already been spliced onto larger reels in which case



there is no need for additional reels & cans. Look closely at the level of the film

on the reel as the reels often have markings on the spokes of the reel indicating the
amount of film contained.
